
How many times have I been asked by someone what I
do, with me replying that we operate a wholesale
nursery? Well the next response is often ‘Oh, your a
gardener”. 

Have you had something like this happen to you?

Aside from an arrogant feeling that this demeans the
professionalism of the industry, I have to admit that I
am not a great home gardener.

That said, even growing plants on the east coast of
Australia is tough these days, and especially now. There
are high temperatures and long persistent severe
droughts, empty dams and water restrictions, dust
storms and cyclonic winds (with consequent structural
damage) … not to mention bushfires and sun-blocking
irritating smoke. The dust and smoke have spread to
New Zealand. In other parts of the country it has been
very cold and overcast. 

This all makes growing a top quality product
challenging. Spare a thought for our customer … The
consumer. Gardeners also have it tough these days,
especially with the necessary tough water restrictions.

Sydney Water moved to level 2 restrictions on the 10th

of December, where gardens can only be hand watered
before 10 a.m. or after 4 p.m. with a watering can or
bucket. 

Smart drip irrigation systems can only be used there for
15 minutes before 10 a.m. or after 4 p.m., this is only up
to about 1 litre a day for 4 l/hour drippers. That should
be fine for most small plants and shrubs with a well laid
out irrigation system, and a mulched garden to

conserve water. How many gardeners have installed
this I wonder?

Yes gardening is tough at these times. Despite this there
is hope. Each of us needs to adapt to changes in
weather, and that applies to professional growers too. 

I am looking forward to learning new things at next
years conference in Geelong that will help us manage
changes.

2019 PRE CONFERENCE TOUR                   
Great Ocean Road, Victoria
Saturday 16th – Tuesday 19th May 2020

Alistair has a renowned extensive collection of conifers,
many grown from seed that he has collected in the wild
around the world. The Araucariaceae family is well
represented here with species from New Caledonia and
South America.

The tour will be stopping for lunch at the village of
Timboon with award winning produce and gourmet
treats. This includes a stop at Timboon Distillery and
Ice-creamery. Then a well earned rest for the night at
the Best Western Olde Maritime Hotel Warrnambool. 

On Monday we visit Warrnambool Botanic gardens,
who have produced a drone video of what we might
see;

Then Tower Hill Wildlife Reserve, whose flora and fauna
have been rehabilitated, is actually the crater of an
extinct volcano. 

Afternoon we will be visiting the Flagstaff Hill Maritime
Museum and village and historic gardens of Warrnam-
bool. The museum houses Australia’s richest collection
of shipwreck artefacts from some of the 200 ships
known to have been wrecked along this coast. We will
also have a behind the scenes historical garden tour at
Flagstaff Hill as well as attending the Sound and Light

Show.

We leave early on Tuesday morning traveling South East
down the Great Ocean Road and visit the famous
Twelve Apostles, and Loch Ard Gorge, and London
Bridge in Port Campbell National Park.

Just off the Great Ocean Road heading to Apollo Bay we
will also visit the Californian Redwood forest in the
Great Otway National Park, which is thought to have
been planted in the 1930s as part of a softwood logging
experiment.
